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Hello Andrew,

The City’s Planning Proposal: Affordable Housing Review has been publicly exhibited and was approved by Council and the
Central Sydney Planning Committee on 17 and 13 September 2018 respectively. The Planning Proposal is now with the
Department of Planning and Environment for legal drafting.

The Planning Proposal includes:
e anew affordable housing levy that would apply to existing floor space; and
e an affordable housing contribution requirement for “planning proposal lands”, which are sites that have achieved
FSR uplift due to a change in planning controls. This contribution would apply to new floorspace achieved under a
change to the planning controls.

The site would come under this provision and would require a contribution rate of 12 per cent of the new floor area under
the City's proposal. A contribution of 3 per cent for residential and one per cent non-residential would also be applied to
existing floor space. This is estimated at around 2,662 square metres, or 33 dwellings, based on the planning proposal
request.

The public benefit offer from the proponent for 5 — 8 of residential floor space to be provided as affordable falls well short of
the City's affordable housing aspirations in the of 12 per cent of new floor space, and meets only the minimum affordable
housing contribution target of 5 per cent in the Region Plan.
